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One of the pastors recently joining our program, Pastor Jose, shared with us the deep struggles he
faces daily:

“The challenges I face are many. One of the biggest is the lack of food and very low wages. It is
difficult to provide for my family because the church’s income is affected when the community
members are going through severe shortages. Sometimes, they go up to five months without
receiving their salary for their work. Another major need is transportation. I live five kilometers
from town and often travel back and forth on a bicycle to gather food supplies. Sometimes, I must
make several trips.”

Sadly, this is not an isolated story. Many pastors face these same struggles. Despite the hardships,
Pastor Jose remains full of faith and gratitude:

“I always thank God for everything He has done in my church and community. One of the most
amazing things was the healing of a woman who had been left in a state of madness due to
witchcraft. She heard voices, lived in constant fear, and had no control over her body. But we give
all the glory to Jesus Christ, who set her free and healed her. Today, she is serving the Lord and
preaching His Word with a clear mind!”

This testimony is just one of many we hear from the
pastors we support. Despite severe food shortages,
basic needs, and spiritual opposition, these pastors
witness God’s daily miracles. Pastor Jose shared
that in the face of oppression, natural disasters,
and economic hardship, the Lord continues to
show His faithfulness:

“Amid so much difficulty, the Lord shows Himself
real through miracles and healings. He encourages
His people daily and provides for us just as He sent
manna to the Israelites in the wilderness. God’s
faithfulness is always there, and He continues to
give us both the material and spiritual provision to
stay strong in our service to Him.”

As we look toward this season of giving, we
invite you to continue partnering with us. Your
generosity helps pastors like Pastor Jose
continue sharing the Gospel in regions where
many have never owned a Bible. Together, we
can provide more Spanish Bibles to those who
are eager to read God’s Word and experience
His power firsthand.

Let’s spread Christ's love to a world that
desperately needs His hope. Thank you for
standing with us as we continue to make a
lasting impact in the lives of so many.

As spring blossoms, we reflect on the remarkable progress we’ve made this year in
our mission to share God's Word globally. Thanks to your continued support,
we've reached many corners of the world, spreading hope and God’s word where
it's most needed.

The Chinese Bible Project
This April, we introduced the Chinese Bible Project, aiming to print and distribute
100,000 Chinese/English New Testaments to Chinese immigrants in the United
States. This initiative is a significant step towards making the Bible accessible to a
broader audience, reinforcing our commitment to sharing God’s word.

We kicked off the year with a monumental distribution effort, delivering a staggering
209,000 Bibles across Cuba, Nicaragua, Panama, and Venezuela. Each Bible represents
a beacon of hope and an opportunity for individuals to connect with Christ's
teachings. We are also thrilled to report the arrival of 15,000 Study Bibles in Colombia
—a milestone that enriches our ongoing dedication to our mission.

March Updates: Diverse Outreach

Our distribution continued with diverse initiatives in March. We partnered with a
church in Arizona to distribute 500 Children's Bibles to Native American children,
fostering their spiritual growth early in life. Our efforts also extended to Persian-
speaking communities, with 700 Farsi Bibles distributed, and to Latin America,
where 98,000 Children's Bibles have touched young hearts.
